1 General regulations, goals and objectives of the national selection stages
of the Scratch Olympiad
1.1 National selection stages of the International Scratch Creative Programming
Olympiad (hereinafter - the National stages of the Scratch Olympiad) are held
to support students' and teachers' initiatives in learning creative programming using
the visual language Scratch and involving children and youth in innovative
engineering projects.
1.2 The objectives of the National stages of the Scratch Olympiad:

« formation and development of a Scratch community in particular countries that
host the National stages of the Scratch Olympiad;

« drawing the attention of children, teachers, parents, and the educational
community to creative programming in particular countries that host the
National stages of the Scratch Olympiad;

« improving the algorithmic thinking of students and teachers in particular
countries that host the National stages of the Scratch Olympiad;

« actualization of methods for the development of child and adolescent talent in
particular countries that host the National stages of the Scratch Olympiad;

« improvement of professional skills of teachers in particular countries that host
the National stages of the Scratch Olympiad.

1.3 The official languages of the particular National stages of the Scratch Olympiad
are English and/or the state language of the country hosting a particular National
stage of the Scratch Olympiad.

2 Organizers of the National stages of the Scratch Olympiad

2.1 The National Operator in the particular country is responsible for the general
management of the particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad.

2.2 The particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad is held with financial,
technical, informational and organizational support of the National Partners in the
particular country.

3 Organizing committees of the National stages of the Scratch Olympiad

3.1 The organizing committee of the particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad
includes representatives of the particular National Operator of the Scratch Olympiad
and delegates from organizations, institutions and individuals - National Partners of
the particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad.

3.2 The organizing committee of the particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad
approves the road map for the preparation and conduct of the particular National
stage of the Scratch Olympiad.

3.3 The organizing committee of a particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad
considers and approves the final protocol of the particular National stage of the
Scratch Olympiad. '

4 Dates, place and order of the National stages of the Scratch Olympiad _

4.1 National stages of the Scratch Olympiad are held in one or two rpunds: mt_hout
the regional rounds of the National stage of the Scratch Olympiad or w|th the regional
rounds of the National stage of the Scratch Qlympiad - at the d|scre;non of the
organizing committee of the particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad.



4.2 National stages of the Scratch Olympiad are held in distance, in-person or
combined format at the discretion of the organizing committee of
the particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad.

4.3 Regulations, lists of participants, protocols and other documents of the particular
National stage of the Scratch Olympiad are published on the off cial webpage of the
particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad on the official website of the Scratch
Olympiad creativeprogramming.ord.

4.4 Acceptance of applications for participation in a particular National stage of the
Scratch Olympiad is carried out on the official webpage of the particular National
stage of the Scratch Olympiad on the official website of the Scratch
Olympiad creativeprogramming.org.

4.5 The results of the particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad are published
in the official languages of the particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad on
the official webpage of the particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad on the
official website of the Scratch Olymplad creativeprogramming.ora.

4.6 Participation in the National stages of the Scratch Olympiad is individual.

4.7 When preliminary regional rounds of a particular National stage of the Scralch
Olympiad are held, winners of preliminary regional rounds of the particular National
stage of the Scratch Olympiad are allowed to participate in the particular National
stage of the Scratch Olympiad.

4.8 Participants from countries which do not have their own Naticnal stages of the
Scratch Olympiad participate in the Consolidated national stage of the Scratch
Olympiad on the same condilions as the participants of the National stages of the
Scratch Olympiad in their countries. The organization and carrying out of the
Consolidated national stage of the Scratch Olympiad is carried out by the organizing
committee of the Scratch Olympiad.

4.9 Dates of the National stages of the Scratch Olympiad 2024:

= Selectlon of Natlonal Operators of the Scratch Olymplad - January-March, 2024.

= National selection stages of the Scratch Olympiad - March-June, 2024,

« Submission of the final protocols of the National stages of the Scratch Olympiad
to the organizing committee of the Scratch Olympiad by the organizing
committees of the National stages of the Scratch Olympiad - June 20, 2024.

« Approval and publication of the summary protocol of the National stages of the
Scratch Olympiad by the organizing committee of the Scratch Olympiad -
June 27, 2024.

5 Participants of the National stages of the Scratch Olympiad

Students of educational organizations from the age of 7 as well as students of
pedagogical specialties and teaching staff of a particular country of the National stage
of the Scratch Olympiad, as well as citizens of this country who are temporarily
abroad can take part in a particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad. The age
of the participant is considered to be the one participant has on June 20, 2024.

6 Disciplines and nominations of the National stages of the Scratch Olympiad
6.1 National stages of the Scratch Olympiad are held in two unified disciplines:

« "Scratch” - creative programming on Scratch or RobboScratch;
“RobboScratch” - creative programming on RobboScratch using ROBBO maobile

robots and ROBEBO digital labs.

6.2 The projects of the participants in the discipline "Scratch" can be done on MIT
Scratch or on RobboScratch.

6.3 The projects of the participants in the discipline "Scratch+ ROBBQ" should be done
on RobboScrateh.

6.4 Detailed information about MIT Scratch is available an scratch.mit.edu.

6.5 Detailed information about RobboScratch is available on www.robbo.world/apps.




6.6 Detailed information on ROBBO mobile robots and ROBBO digital labs is available
on www.robbo.weorld/products.
6.7 Within each discipline of the National stages of the Scratch Olympiad participants
are distributed by nominations according to their age. Each nomination has its own
task and its own definition of resuits. Detailed conditions of the Scratch Olympiad
nominations are determined by a unified rules of the National stages of the Scratch
Olympiad.
7 Competent professional jury
7.1 Evaluation of the projects of the participants of a particular National stage of the
Scratch Olympiad is entrusted to a professional competent jury of the particular
National stage of the Scratch Olympiad, which includes Experts of the Scratch
Olympiad.
/7.2 The organizing committee of the particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad
selects the jury members from among certified Experts of the Scratch Olympiad and
organizes the work of the jury of the particular National stage of the Scratch
Olympiad.
7.3 The organizing committee of a particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad
delegates at least 3 Experts from the jury of the particular National stage of the
Scratch Olympiad to the jury of the final stage of the Scratch Olympiad.
8 Results of the National stages of the Scratch Olympiad and awarding
ceremony
8.1 All participants of a particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad who have
applied for participation in a particular National slage of Lthe Scralch Olympiad in full
compliance with the requirements of the Rules of the particular National stage of the
Scratch Olympiad receive electronic certificates of participation in the particular
National stage of the Scratch Olympiad.
8.2 The winners of the particular National stage of the Scratch QOlympiad are
determined separately in each nomination.
8.3 The winners of the particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad rcceive
electronic diplormas of the particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad, as well
as memorable prizes from the organizers and partners of the particular National stage
of the Scratch Olympiad - at the discrelion of the organizing committee of the
particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad.
8.4 Winners of the particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad are allowed to
participate in the final stage ol the Scratch Olympiad as part ot the national team of
their country in their age-corresponding nomination of the final stage of the Scratch
Olympiad,
9 Terms of funding
9.1 The Particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad is held at the own expense
of the organizers of the particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad, the funds
of the partners of the particular National stage of the Scratch Olympiad and other
income,
9.2 Participation in the National stages of the Scratch Olympiad is free.

1 General regulations, goals and objectives of the Thai national selection stage
of the Scratch Olympiad 2024
1.1 Thai national selection stage of the 8th International Scratch Creative Programming
Olympiad 2024 (hereinafter - Thai national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024) is held
to support students' and teachers' initiatives in learning creative Scratch visual
programming and to invelve children and youth in innovative engineering projects.
1.2 The objectives of the Thai national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024:

« the formation and development of a Scratch community in Thailand;

« pramotion of creative programming among children, teachers, parents and the

educational community in Thailand;

« improvement of the algorithmic thinking of Thai students and teachers;

+ updating the methods of developing child and adolescent talent in Thailand;

< improvement of professional skills of Thai pedagogical workers;

= identification of the strongest participants in Thailand.
1.3 The official language of the Thai national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024
is English and Thai.
2 Organizers of the Thai national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024
2.1 General management of the organization and holding of the Thai national stage of
the Scratch Olympiad 2024 is carried out by the organizing committee of the
Thai national stage.
2.2 Thai national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024 s held with technical,
informational, methodological and organizational support from the organizing committee
of the Scratch Olymplad, ROBBO company, Focus Academy Thalland and other
interested organizations, institutions and individuals.

3 Thai national organizing committee of the Scratch Olympiad 2024
3.1 Thal national organizing committee of the Scratch Olympiad 2024 includes delegates
from organizations, institutions and individuals - partners of the Thai national stage of
the Scratch Olympiad 2024.

3.2 Thai national organizing committee of the Scratch Olympiad 2024 approves the
recadmap for the preparaticn and holding of the Thai national stage of the Scratch
Olympiad 2024,

3.3 Thai national organizing committee of the Scratch Olympiad 2024 considers and
approves the final protocol of the Thai national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024.

4 Date, place and procedure for the conduct of the Thai national stage of the
Scratch Olympiad 2024

4.1 Thai national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024 is distanced.

4.2 Official webpage of the Thai national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024
is creativeprogramming.org/El.

4.3 The timeframe for the Thai national stage of the Scratch Qlympiad 2024;

Acceptance of applications - May 1,2024 - June 30, 2024,

Publication of preliminary results - July 15, 2024.

Receiving appeals -July 15, 2024 - July 17, 2024, 2024.

Publication of final results - July 25, 2024,

4.4 Participation in the Thai national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024 is individual.
4.5 Submission of applications for participation in the Thai national stage of the Scratch
Olympiad 2024 is on the official webpage of the Thai national stage of the Scratch

Olympiad 2024.



4.6 One participant can only apply once (o take part in one nomination of the
Thai national stage of the Scratch Olymplad 2024,
5 Participants of the Thai national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024
Students of educational organizations from the aue of 7, as well as students of
pedagogical universities and teaching staff permanently residing in the territory of
Thailand and citizens of Thailand temporanly residing in other countries can take part in
the Thai national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024 without preliminary qualification.
Detailed rules fer admission of participants of the Thai national stage of the Scratch
Olympiad 2024 are described in the section 6 "Disciplines and Nominations of the Thai
national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024" of these Rules. The age of the participant
is considered as of July 25, 2024.
6 Disciplines and nominations of the Thai national stage of the Scratch
Olympiad 2024
6.1 Thai national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024 is held in two discipiines:

e Scratch - creative progranming on Scrately;

® RobboScrateh - creative programming on RobboScraich using mobile robots ROBBO Kit and digital

labs ROBBO Lab.

6.2 Within each discipline of the Thai national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024
participants are distributed according to their age. It is allowed to participate in the
nomination intended for an older age group than the actual age of the participant. Each
nomination has its own task and its own definition of results.
6.3 Discipline "Scratch"
6.3.1 The projects of participants in the discipline "Scratch” can be done on MIT Scratch
or on RobboScratch.
6.3.2 Detailed information about MIT Scratch is available on scratch.mit.edu.
6.3.3 Detailed information about RobhoScratch is available on robbo.world/apps.
6.3.4 Nomination "My world"
Projects of participants of 7-8 year old are accepted for participation in the
nornination,
The project is an animated story = it must be made in the Scratch programming
environment. The participant chooses an object of observation or research from the
surrounding world, comes up with an entertaining plot and creates an animated story.
Topics may vary, for example: my family, my toys, my pet, my home, my friends, etc.
6.3.5 Nomination "My book"
Projects of participants of 9-10 year old are accepted for participation in the
nomination.
The project is a voiced animated story - must be made in the Scratch programming
environment.
The participant chooses a favourite wark of a writer or poet and retells the story
through animation.
The participant can take on the role of the author of the work and present the voiced
animated story of his own compasition.
6.3.6 Nomination "Knew-all"
Projects of participants of 11-12 year old are accepted for participation in the
nomination,
The project is a computer game quiz - must be made in the Scratch programming
environment.
The participant chooses one of the subject/interdisciplinary areas: “"Mathematics”,
"Histary", "Robaotics", etc., comes up with a tutorial plot, creates characters that play
the role of the quiz hosts, makes up different types of questions, programs a counter
of carrect/wrong answers.
6.3.7 Nomination "Games"
Projects of participants of 13-14 year old are accepted for participation in the
nominatian,
The preject is a computer game - must be carried out in the Scratch programming

envirenment.




The participant can come up with a new game or take as a basis the plots of famous
computer games.

The game should be a complete project, understandable to a beginner. The game

must have at least three parts: the beginning, the game period, the end of the game.
6.3.8 Nomination "STREAM-project”

Projects of participants of 15-18 year old are accepted for participation in the
nomination.

The project is an electronic educational resource - must be carried out in the Scratch
programming environment,

STREAM-project within the framework of the Thai national stage of the Scratch
Olympiad 2024 is an electronic educatiorial resource created at the junction of
Science, Technology, Robotics, Engineering, Art, Mathematics. The participant can
choose to develop: an interactive model of a real process or phenomenon, a simulator
with diagnostics of a user skill, a training quest, etc.

6.3.9 Nomination "Scratch Schoal"

Projects of participants of 18 year old and older are accepted for participation in the
nomination.

The project is an electronic educational resource - a pedagogical project implernented

in the Scratch programming environment.

The pedagogical project within the framework of the Thai national stage of the Scratch
Olympiad 2024 is an electronic educational resource created on a random tepic.
Participant can choose to develop: interaclive (imitating with feedback) model of a
real object, process or phenomeneon, simulator with diagnaestics of user skill, training
quest, training game, etc. In the content of an e-learning resource, participants
should clearly demonstrate the essence of the learning elements being studied. The
project should be educational in nature, teaching the user some knowledge (subject
matter) and skills.

6.3.10 In order to take part in the nomination of the discipline “Scratch” of the Thai
national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024, the participant:
a) chooses a nomination (you can choose an older age group nomination);

b) comes up with an original idea that strictly corresponds to the chesen nomination,
prepares creative materials (backgrounds, sprites, audio);

c) writes the code him or herself using the MIT Scratch or RobboScratch;

d.1) places a filled-in title page of the Thai national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024
in the project; title page form is published on the official webpage of the Thai national
stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024;

d.2) places a filled-in “Instructions” page of the Thai national stage of the Scratch
Olympiad 2024 in the project, containing a short instruction on the start and usage of
the ready project for examiners; “Instructions” page form is published on the official
webpage of the Thai national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024

where he places

d.3) places a filled-in "Notes and Credits” page of the Thai national stage of the Scratch
Olympiad 2024 in the project, containing an information about the usage of other
authors' materials in the project such as pictures, backgrounds, sprites, music, etc,;
"Notes and Credits” page form is published on the official webpage of the Thali
naticnal stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024;

e.1) if the project is on MIT Scratch - places the project on the scratch.mit.edu platform
making it publicly available (the "Share" button); places in the "Instructions" section a
short instruction on the start and usage of the ready project for examiners fram clause
6.3.10.d.2; places in the "Notes and Credits" section an information about the usage of
other authors' materials in the project from clause 6.3.10.d.3;

e.2) If the project is created on RebboScratch, the participant saves the project in a sb3
file; the maximum allowed size of the project file is 100 Mb; and either uploads it to
the scratch.mit.edu platform similarly to clause 6.3.10.e.1, or attaches it te the
application for participaltion as a file (for more details, see clause _6.3A10.f); i

f.1) submits an application for participation in the Thai national stage of the Scratch
Olympiad 2024 through the registration form using the link on the official webpage of




the Thai national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024, stating "new” in the "application
type" field of the registration form; once an application has been submitted, any
changes to the project are prohibited, projects with a date of the last change later than
the date of submission of the application are disgualified;

f.2) if for any reason it is impossible to comply with clause 6.3.10.f.1 = contacts the Thai
national organizing committee of the Scratch Olympiad 2024 using contact information
stated on the official webpage of the Thai national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024,
and agrees on the individual order of submitting the application;

g) makes sure that his/her application appears iy the List of applications published on
the official webpage of the Thal national stage of the Scratch Qlympiad 2024; if not -
contacts the Thai national organizing committee of the Scratch Olympiad 2024 using
contact information published on the official webpage of the Thai national stage of the
Scratch Olympiad 2024, and find out the reason;

h) after his/her application has gone through moderation, receives a confirmation email
indicating the current status of the application from the moderator of the Thai national
stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024 to the email address specified in the application;

i.1) if the application has successfully passed the moderation and in the List of
applications of the Thai national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024 his/her application
has the status "Accepted" - waits for publication of the preliminary results of the Thai
national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024 in the time frame specified in clause 4.3 of
these Rules;

i.2) if the application did not pass modcration and the "Correct” status is indicated for
his/her application in the List of applications of the Thai national stage of the Scratch
Olympiad 2024 - corrects the remarks corresponding to the error codes indicated for
his/her application in the List of applications and described in detail in clause 7.1 of
these Rules, then re-applies through the registration form, indicating in the "application
type" field the "corrected" status and then - according Lo clause 6.3.10.g, 6.3.10.h and
6.3.10.i of these Rules; in this case, the previous application of the participant is
rejected and the newly submitted one is accepted for cansideration; once an application
has been submitted, any changes to the project are prohibited, prajects with a date of
the last change later than the date of submission of the application are disqualified;

i.3) if the application did not pass moderation and in the List of applications of the Thai
national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024 his/her application has the status "Denied"
- acts according to the error codes specified for his/her application in the List of
Applications and described in detail in clause 7.1 of these Rules.,

6.4 Discipline "RobboScratch”

6.4.1 The projects of participants in the discipline "RobboScratch” should be done on
RobboScratch.

6.4.2 Detailed information about RobboScratch is available on robbe.world/apps.

6.4.3 Detailed information on ROBBO mobile robots ROBBO Robot kit and ROBBO

digital labs ROBBO Lab is available on robbo.world/products.

6.4.4 Nomination "Control center"

Within the nomination, participants are divided into 4 age groups: 7-10 year old, 11-14
year old, 15-18 year old and 18 and older.

The project is using ROBBO Lab as a control panel with a set of sensors and output
devices for simulation of the physical world in the RobboeScratch environment.

A virtual world with ROBBO Lab can be a smart system for resource saving (switching
off electricity consumption when the door is closed, lowering the room temperature
when no one is present, etc.). The project can perfarm process automation, research
activities, and improve the quality of life of people with disabilities. For example, an
automation system far watering plants, blocking the airlock of a spaceship, adjusting
haolders and furniture to help people with disabilities, using environmental parameters
for weather observation and forecasting, etc.

Any influence on sensors or buttons of the ROBBO Lab simulaltes physical environmental
factors and can affect the behaviour of virtual objects in the RobboScratch environment.
The ROBBO Lab's output devices - red, yellow, green, white LEDs and a speaker can be
used as Iindicators of changes in the real and virtual worids,




For the younger age group "7-10 year old", events can take place in real or fairy tale
sellings.

For age groups "11-14 year old" and "15-18 year old" it could be a smart house project,
a smart farm, a spaceship, an excavator cab, a rehabilitation center, etc.

For the older age group "18 and older” the choice of project topic is determined by their
professional tasks.

Main equipment: ROBBO Lab.

Auxiliary equipment (optional): ROBBO Sensors for Lab, ROBBO Electronics education kit
and/or any handy materials for creativity.

6.4.5 Nomination "Mobile robot"

Within the nomination, participants are divided inte 4 age groups: 7-10 year old, 11-14
year old, 15-18 year old and 18 and older.

The project is using ROBBO Robot kit as a device capable of moving accerding to a
preset algorithm, flashing indicators, shining a torch, changing its movement depending
on the envirenment and sensor readings, and performing useful work with the help of a
gripper or other modifications.

The wheeled robot can recognize the world around it, can deliver cargo, can get out of
rubble or put out a fire.

For the younger age group "7-10 year old", events can take place in real or fairy Lale
setltings.

For age groups "11-14 year old" and "15-18 year old" it could be an engineering task to
create a specialised robot assistant for solving everyday, professional or research tasks.
Examples of tasks are: cleaning, cooking, searching for things, putting out fires,
searching for criminals, guarding ohjects, exploring and protecting nature, otr.

For the older age group "18 and older” the choice of project topic is determined by their
professional tasks.

Main equipment: ROBBO Robot kit.

Auxiliary equipment (optional): ROBBO Expansion pack for Robot kit, ROBBO Electronics
education kit and/or any handy materials for creativity.

6.4.6 Nomination "ROBBO team"

Within the nomination, participants are divided into 4 age groups: 7-10 year old, 11-14
year old, 15-18 year old and 18 and older.

Nomination suggests a shared usage of ROBBO Robot kit and ROBBO Lab.

In the RobboScratch it is possible to connect both ROBBO Robot kit and ROBBO Lab at
the same time. It is possible to program the sharing of data from the sensors of the
ROBBO Robot kit and the ROBBO Lab, and the sharing of output devices is possible. For
example: if the ROBBO Robot kit encounters an obstacle, the ROBBEQ Lab lights up red
and sounds a speaker alarm, or the power of the ROBBO Robot kit's motors can be
adjusted using the ROBBO Lab potentiometer.

For the younger age group "7-10 year old", events can take place in real or fairy tale
settings.

For age groups "11-14 year old" and "15-18 year old" it could be, for example, smiart
house + robot guard, smart farm + robot waterer, spaceship + cargo module, excavator
cab + truck, rehabilitation centre + patient transport vehicle, etc.

For the older age group "18 and older" the choice of project topic is determined by their
professional tasks.

Main equipment: ROBEBO Robot kit and ROBBO Lab,

Auxiliary equipment (optional): ROBBO Sencsors for Lab, ROBBO Expansion pack for
Robot kit, ROBBO Electronics education kit and/er any handy materials for creativity.
6.4.7 The environment within the "RobboScratch” discipline of the Thai national stage of
the Scratch Olympiad 2024 is the set of additional physical abjects created by the
author of the project, which define the legend, plot and interaction of the main
equipment of the nominatian within the project. it may include maodels, fields, additional
modules and extensions ta the main equipment, auxiliary equipment made fram the
components of the ROBBO Electronics education kit and/or any handy materials for
creativity.



6.4.8 In arder to take part in the nomination of the discipline "RobboScratch” of the Thal
national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024, the participanl;

a) chooses nomination (you can choose an older age group nomination);

b) independently comes up with an original idea that strictly corresponds to the chosen
nomination, prepares creative materials (backgrounds, sprites, audio, physical
environment made of auxiliary equipment and/or any handy materials for creativity);

¢) independently programs ROBBO Robot kit, ROBBO Labh, or these devices together to
demonstrate the project in the RobboScratch environment;

d.1) places a filled-in title page of the Thai national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024
in the project; title page form is published on the official webpage of the Thaj national
stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024;

d.2) places a filled-in “Instructions” page of the Thai national stage of the Scratch
Olympiad 2024 in the project, containing a short instruction on the start and usage of
the ready project for examiners; “Instructions” page form is published on the official
webpage of the Thai national stage of the Scratch Olympiad 2024;
